Their 
spoken word albums The Last Poets (1970) and This is 
Madness (1971) were highly influential, preceding Marvin 
Gayeôs politically laced Whatôs Going On, and foreshadowing 
the conscious rap of artists like Public Enemy.

Oyewole and Donn Babatunde - legendary Godfathers of hip 
hop - bring an electrifying celebration of 50 years of powerful 
words and music to Brighton Festival.
